What might make it difficult for people to “stand firm 
in their generosity”?

• What are some reasons followers of Jesus are called to be 
generous? 

Start sharing. Choose a question to create openness.
• Generous people give willingly, proportionately, and 

sacrificially. Which of those three qualities would you like to 
grow in most?

• What’s one step you could take this week to become a more 
generous person? A next step could look like making a plan to 
be generous, giving for the first time, or praying the prayer 
below. 

Start praying. Be bold and pray with power. 
Dear God, You know what I need each day. Please provide for 
my daily needs and help me be generous like You. Give me 
courage to use my resources to do good, even when it feels 
uncomfortable. Show me ways I can be generous with my 
time, money, and other resources this week. In Jesus’ name, 
amen.    

Start doing. Commit to a step and live it out this week.
• How could you use your resources—time, money, talents, or 

experiences—to bless someone else?
